ALL GOVERNOR’S ACTION IS INCLUDED 


Dear PTA Advocates:


THIS BILL LIST HAS BEEN UPDATED AGAIN and shows the Governor’s action on all bills on the PTA bill list that have been passed by the General Assembly this session.


 WE ALSO CONTINUE TO SUPPORT S 2288 AND H 750 TO PROVIDE TAX REFORM AND THE MONIES WE NEED TO ADEQUATELY FUND THE STATE’S NEEDS INCLUDING EDUCATION AND HUMAN SERVICES, even though those bills have been returned to the Rules Committees.

PTA advocacy efforts from many of you were critical in the last days of the session, most importantly, our efforts were especially important to achieve passage in the House of S 2275 to raise the age of a minor to his/her 18th birthday for misdemeanors in both houses.  However, the Senate still needs to act on a House amendment, and the bill must come out of rules to have that happen.  That is possible, but not easily. WE NEED TO KEEP TELLING OUR LEGISLATORS THAT WE SUPPORT THIS BILL TO KEEP TEENS IN JUVENILE COURT FOR MISDEMEANORS UNTIL THE AGE OF 18!!  
· The budget that has been passed (even though the experts do not believe it is really balanced) is found in H 5701, S 1102, S 1115, and S 1129.  
· S 2288 is the bill that would increase the income tax, provide property tax relief, and provide monies for education and other needs. It is especially important in that much effort is being made to offer amendments to appeal to a vote most likely AFTER the November election.  Your advocacy should be with your State Senator to continue PTA’s support for S 2288.  In any event, talk to your legislators to have them explain to you the game-plan.   The bill has been re-referred to the Rules Committee in the Senate.
MANY BILLS HAVE BEEN RE-REFERRED TO THE RULES COMMITTEE WHICH ESSENTIALLY KILLS THEM – ALTHOUGH THEY CAN BE “RESTORED TO ACTIVE CONSIDERATION.  Some bills that have been “re-referred” to rules have the rule cited.  The specific wording of those rules can be found on the last page of this report.

Provides for an education appropriation minimum and supplement State aid for rapidly expanding school districts.  Contains various continuing appropriation provisions.  Makes other changes. Effective immediately.

Provides that appointments by the Governor and Nomination Panel must be confirmed by the Senate by two-thirds of its members by record vote. Provides that any appointment not acted upon within a certain timeframe shall be deemed to have received the advice and consent of the Senate. Makes changes concerning vacancies on the State Board. Provides that the State Board may remove for incompetence, neglect of duty, or malfeasance in office any member of the State Board by a two-thirds vote in favor of removal. Makes changes concerning the appointment of a State Superintendent of Education. Creates a State Board of Education Advisory Board. Adds provisions governing ex parte communications received by the State Board, the State Superintendent of Education, or other State Board employee from the Governor or his or her official representative, employee, or attorney. Makes other changes. Contains a severability clause. Effective immediately.
House Amendment No. 2
Requires the State Board of Education to provide the General Assembly with a separate budget that shows what is need to fully fund all State mandates and to meet the educational needs of this State (instead of an "ideal world" budget that shows what is needed to fully fund everything). In the Section of the School Code concerning the powers and duties of the State Board, provides that there is no rulemaking authority under the amendatory Act, but that the Governor may suggest rules by filing them with the General Assembly and requesting that the General Assembly authorize such rulemaking by law, enact the suggested rules into law, or take other appropriate action in the General Assembly's discretion. Provides that the State Board of Education Advisory Board shall be composed of members of the General Assembly.
