	Market Day – The only fundraiser held by PTSA.  Publicize sales, organize volunteers and ensure pick-up of the primarily frozen food products monthly throughout the school year immediately after school.



	Membership – Receive all membership forms and enter into an Excel database which parents are members.  Help coordinate list for Directory distribution.



	Mother/Daughter Tea – In April, a special afternoon of “high tea” and a fashion show for moms/daughters.



	Mother/Son Brunch – In January, a special afternoon of food and surprises for moms and sons.    

	Parent Education – Research opportunities to help parents on a day-to-day basis.
